40 people.  The Millsap Bridal Hall will also have a full kitchen to better
facilitate catered events and a storage area to house equipment.

When you bring up the topic of the Anthony Chapel to Betty Millsap, she
literally glows with excitement and unabashedly shares her enthusiasm for
the project with those around her.  Garvan Woodland Gardens is grateful to
both Betty and Leon for their financial support as well as being one of the
first to invest in the future of Garvan Woodland Gardens when they donat-
ed funds in 2002 for the construction of the Canopy Bridge.  What a won-
derful legacy they are leaving that will be enjoyed by thousands of people
for many, many years to come.

IT’S NOT JUST A CHAPEL

Where do the bride and the  bridesmaids dress? Where
are the restrooms?  Will there be more parking? Will
there be a passenger drop off close by? How long is the
path to the chapel? What will it be made of? What kind
of landscaping is appropriate? Will there be access
from the lake? Signage? Accent lighting? Will there be
a view of the lake? Will there be a piano?

All of these questions have been asked. And every
answer costs money.  So, it’s not just a chapel. The
Anthony Chapel is more of a complex and when com-
pleted will be a spectacular addition to the State of
Arkansas.  What does it all cost?  Here it is:

Chapel    $2,016,841
Gathering (Bridal) Hall $  475,752*
Office (Groom) Restrooms $  344,553*
Design, Inspection $   350,572
Parking Expansion $   120,000
Landscaping $     62,040
Walkways/Paths $     88,067

Total $3,457,825

The two additional facilities will be multi-purpose. The
Gathering (Bridal) Hall will give the Gardens a second
meeting room (for up to 40).  The Office (Groom)
/Restrooms building will serve the Amphitheater and
the trail coming up from the new dock location, as well
as future developments on the east side of the Gardens.

Okay, what does the asterisk mean?  It means that these
costs are for the two additional buildings if we build
them at the same time we build the chapel.  It reflects
overhead and purchasing savings by the contractor.
The price goes up if we do not build these two facili-
ties at the same time we build the Chapel.

How much have we got and how much do we need?
The summary, as of May 7, 2004 is as follows:

Total costs $3,457,825
Funds committed $2,334,266
Remaining Funds needed $1,123,559

We will be asking for your help on the remaining funds
needed. We could begin construction as early as July.
You will get a letter soon. This project - one that will
benefit the whole state - needs your help.

Garvan Woodland Gardens recently received a charitable donation from Valerie
Klipsch, widow of internationally recognized sound engineer Paul Klipsch, which
will specifically benefit the Gardens’ amphitheater.  

In recognition of Valerie Klipsch’s gift, the Garvan Woodland Gardens’ open-air
theater will be named the “Paul and Valerie Klipsch Amphitheater.”  The facility
is currently undergoing an expansion that will increase the capacity to approxi-
mately 500 fixed-seats with additional lawn chair or blanket seating available on
the perimeter of the theater.  In addition to the construction of new flagstone seat-
ing, the amphitheater will install a pair of industrial Klipsch La Scala speakers,
named in honor of the La Scala Opera House in Milan, Italy.   According to Paul
Klipsch’s biography, “Paul Wilbur Klipsch: The Life, The Legend,” Klipsch refer-
ences the La Scala speakers as being “loaded for sparkling clarity and breathtak-
ing dynamic range.”  In the words of the designer himself, the La Scala speakers
are the “finest fully horn-loaded small loudspeaker in the world.”

It is the goal of the Gardens to complete the amphitheater upgrades later this year.  The first of the “Paul & Valerie Klipsch
Amphitheater Series” will be announced soon.  We will provide a variety of concerts, theatrical presentations, and children’s plays for
the cultural enjoyment of our members and guests.  We are pleased that Valerie Klipsch has agreed to serve on the GWG committee
that will select, plan, and schedule the events to be staged at the amphitheater.  Stay tuned for much more entertainment at the Gardens
amplified by the finest loudspeakers in the world - the one and only Klipschorns.

NOTES FROM THE TROPICS
While you may not be able to make it to the Equator this summer,
come to the Gardens this summer for a taste of faraway lands, as
some of the best ornamental plants from those foreign destinations
make an appearance along the walks in the Gardens.

First, look for sun coleus, an improved form of a Victorian favorite
that can take the full brunt of summer heat and sun.  Growing to
chest-high by the end of the summer, you’ll be amazed at the vari-
ety of colors and leaf patterns, featuring deep reds, yellows, pur-
ples, pinks, and of course, green and cream.  

Quite a collection of caladiums (Caladium bicolor) will be strutting
their stuff along woodland walk.  With brilliant displays of red,
pink, and white, the 2,400 specimens on display will remind you of
the brilliant bands of color provided in spring by the tulips.  And
they’ll be perfectly complemented by one of the most exciting new
plants for summer color, Begonia x hybrida ‘Avalanche Pink’, the
next in the series of improved hybrids first appearing as the
‘Dragonwing’ series.  With large angel-wing leaves and a profusion
of pink flower clusters all summer, it definitely excels in the part of
exotic beauty.

Another favorite from warmer climes is the ‘Landmark’ series of
Lantana, a south Arkansas favorite.  Featuring flowers in vivid
shades of violet and yellow borrowed from their tender parent
species, they revel in the torrid weather of July and August.  

Look for these great Arkansas garden subjects in your local nursery
and be sure to come enjoy them through summer in the Gardens.
They’ll definitely waft you away to a tropical paradise and the best
part is you don’t even have to leave home!
