WHERE THERE ARE BIRDS,
LIFE 1S GooD!

A DESIGN HERITAGE
OF EXCELLENCE

You can observe a lot by just watching.-Yogi Berra

Bird-watching is exciting, challenging and frustrating because birds
are so mobile. Some species are elusive, amost secretive and even
reluctant to show themselves. For these reasons, you never know
what you will see when you walk the trails through Hamilton
Woods. However, it is certain when you exercise patience, practice
afew field skills and learn to ‘go where the birds are', you will be
rewarded with opportunities to observe the thriving bird life around
you.

Basic field skills learned from long-time birding experts, such as
David Allen Sibley, teach us common sense techniques for improv-
ing our bird-watching experiences.

Move quietly: Birds aren’t necessarily disturbed by noises, but you
may be distracted by noises. The first clue to a bird’s presence can
be the small rustling of leaves or soft call notes. Conversation or
swishing clothing can prevent you from noticing these signs.

Move gently: Birds are sensitive to abrupt movements. Sudden hand
movements made when raising binoculars or pointing a finger can
scare off a bird more surely than almost any other action.

Travel slowly: You often will see more by standing or sitting in one
spot.

Watch for movement: This means ‘hold still’. Look with a wide
field rather than focusing on a particular spot.

Follow sounds: Simply listening to sounds will give you a clue to
wherethe birds arein agiven area. Thiswill maximize your chances
of seeing hirds as opposed to wandering around randomly.

You don’t have to be up at the “crack of dawn” to see birds, but con-
sider the time of day, temperature, weather conditions, season and
extra activities the birds are engaged in (such as feeding young,
migrating, molting). Birding activity is often concentrated along
areas where landscape changes, therefore a good place to start
would be the edge of alawn, pond, thicket or woods.

Don't forget to anticipate the birds' needs. If it is cold, look in sunny
spots; if it ishot, look in shady, cool spots; if it isdry, explore apool
of water. These areas could provide you with easy views for hours.

To see birds you must be constantly alert, watching and listening
al around. Remember, where there are birds, life is good!

Many critical attributes work in concert to make Garvan
Woodland Gardens an outstanding presentation of the won-
dersof nature. Lake Hamilton provides a spectacular setting
and insulates against the infringement of man-made devel-
opment on its borders. Similarly, the forest, nearing a
renewed maturity, provides a natural competence with its
unspoiled beauty and maturity.

For the Gardens to be everything Mrs. Garvan envisioned,
the next step had to be design; and, that design needed to be
a careful fit within the parameters of the goals of the
Gardens and the natural state of the forest as it exists. In
short, the design of our improvements must complement and
enhance the forest as it introduces today's public, and the
public of the future, to botanical excellence. With conscious
intent, the Gardens has a heritage of design excellence that
adds to the miracle of its very existence.

Mrs. Garvan started it (which should be no surprise) with the
selection of E. Fay Jonesto design the pavilion. Excellence
in design is now being recognized as an appropriate descrip-
tion and heritage for Garvan Woodland Gardens. Dr. David
Slawson has brought the best in Japanese garden design
concepts to the Gardens as he adapted these concepts to fit
within the natural beauty of Arkansas streams and rocks.
David French's design of the Welcome Center created a
facility that 'fits' rather than one that imposes itself on its
location. In addition, Liz Frazier and Merle Seamons have
also contributed to the Garden’s image as a world-class
facility. Others have contributed at the Amphitheater, the
Canopy Bridge, Serenity Circle, the Bird Sanctuary, and the
Master Plan. All of this has been presided over by Bob
Byers, serving in a priest-like role to protect the vision of
being Arkansas's world class botanical garden.

To this heritage of design excellence we now add P. Allen
Smith, who will design the heart of the Gardens from the
Flowering Border to the Rose Garden to the Ellipse. Brent
Vinson's initial work on the concepts for the Children's
Garden has drawn raves from those who have observed the
schematics posted in the Welcome Center.

Design excellence is a mandatory element in the develop-
ment of the Gardens. While it must be combined with con-
struction expertise, funding, and interpretive efforts in order
to reach its potential, it must be at the forefront of our plan-
ning. We are blessed to have that heritage and challenged to
live up toit. AL I

DEVELOPMENT REPORT

MUMFEST REAPS VISITORS AND PLANT SALE REVENUES

Indian summer days, a hint of color in the leaves, and thousands of chrysanthemums provided a warm and vibrant fall
experience for the 2,000 plus visitors attending Garvan Woodland Gardens' annual Mumfest weekend, October 17-19.
The Garden’s scenic, wooded landscape was further enhanced by the addition of rich hues of burgundy, gold, white, yel-
low, and lavender mums that emitted “oooohs’ and “ahhhhs’ from enchanted passersby. A new dimension was added to
this year's event with the inclusion of a plant and landscape sale that attracted six area nurseries and gardening centers
offering a variety of unusua plants, shrubs, and trees for purchase. The vendors represented were: Bennett Brothers
Stone, Cricket Hill Farms, Custom Landscape, Garden of Eden, Ouachita Nursery, and Reynolds Greenhouse. Fifteen
percent of all sales were donated to the Gardens.

World Cargo, a Hot Springs retail store specializing in teak furniture, provided a display of tables, chairs, and garden
benches suitable for patio or deck use. Other plant sale participants were The Hot Springs Daylily Society and the Garland
County Master Gardeners who offered help and guidance to gardening enthusiasts with questions or problems. Several governmental
organizations, such as the Arkansas Forestry Commission, Arkansas Soil & Water Conservation Commission, and the Arkansas
Department of Environmental Quality provided educational literature to visitors and aforum to discuss numerous environmental issues.

David Slawson, a nationally recognized Japanese garden designer, presented a seminar Saturday, October 17, entitled “ Designing With
Nature -My Three Sources of Inspiration.” Following the presentation, Slawson conducted a tour of the Garden of the Pine Wind, one
of Slawson’'s most ambitious creations and a Garden favorite. Additional activities during Mumfest weekend were educational semi-
nars presented by: Kathrine Lyons, abutterfly expert; Theo Witsell, who discussed rare and native plantsin Arkansas; Don Crank gave
abrief talk about ferns; Carl Slaughter presented a program about wild orchids; and, Jeanie Wilson and Loretta Walker discussed how
to grow herbs and their use for medicinal purposes.

According to Garden Director, Bob Byers, the plant and landscape sale was a huge success, especialy for a first time effort and will
become a permanent fall event at Garvan Woodland Gardens.

A Gift Annuity: Gift annuities may be for any amount with interest
paid to you for life based upon your age. Interest on a gift annuity
may range as high as 12%, also dependent upon your present age. In
addition, a gift annuity may be made jointly with interest paid to a
surviving spouse for life.

Life Insurance Policies:. You may consider a donation to the
Gardens of a “paid in full” policy with a charitable contribution
roughly equal to the cash value of the policy. Or, acurrent policy may
designate the Gardens as beneficiary, and, in many cases, you could
then take a charitable contribution for your premium payment.
(Check with your tax advisor or attorney to seeif apolicy would qual-

ify).

Personal Property: Perhaps you have a collection of coins, art,
antiques or other personal property of value that you would like to
donate. You may donate that property to the Gardens for sale and
receive a tax deduction based upon appraised value. The proceeds
would then be used to help the Gardens grow. (Again, seek the advice
of your tax advisor or attorney).

Real Estate: Many people have real estate for which there is no
longer any need. With a current certified appraisal, the property may
be donated to the Gardens for sale. The donor again receives a char-
itable deduction and the Gardens receive a nice gift to further its
vision.

The interesting fact about the above-mentioned options, or for that
matter, any major donation made to the Gardens is this: the value of
your donation actually doubles if made in the next few months. The
Walton family of Bentonville, Arkansas has given the University of
Arkansas a challenge gift of $300 million dollars. Any funds raised
privately for the Gardens or the University will be matched by the
Walton family effectively doubling the impact of your gift. Now,
when you help the Gardens, you are also providing a quality educa-
tion to Arkansas students who attend the University of Arkansas at
Fayetteville. Both the Gardens and the students score a big win when
you make your donation.
